He was a co-founder of The Statler Brothers, the most awarded act in the history of
country music. He is a member of the Country Music Hall of Fame and the Gospel Music
Hall of Fame. He was also co-founder of Happy Birthday USA, an annual 4th of July event
in Staunton, Virginia, for 25 years. 

 

He is survived by the love of his life, Brenda Lee Armstrong, whom he married on October
15, 1960. He is also survived by four daughters; Kim Weller (Scott), Karmen Harvill (Chip),
Kodi Frye (Rex), Kasey Reid (Mike), and a son, Wil Reid (Layla).

 

His ten grandchildren are Beth Bonner (Keary), John Reid Weller (Maegan), Alex Weller,
Rob Harvill (Casey), Sid Harvill, Lexi Have, Wilson Reid, Jack Reid, Ella Reid, and Glady
Belle Reid.
